We hope
to give you a taste of Norwegian food and lifestyle, art (e.g. the painter
Edvard Munch), recreational life (hiking and canoeing) and seaside
activities (swimming and boating). During the first week, an overnight
stay will be arranged so that everyone can get to know each other better.
